Student Achievement - Academic Progress and 8-Step 

Dr. Reynolds and Dr. Hartley updated the board on the progress of ISTEP/iRead3, NWEA and the  
8-Step Process. The first half of ISTEP testing was completed for grades 3 through 10. The second part  

of ISTEP will be administered in April.  This past week IREAD was administered to all 3rd grade students. 
IREAD 3 results should be returned in late April and ISTEP results are expected in the first semester of next 
school year. Growth from Fall to Winter is used as a checkpoint.  This data is representative of a true snap 
shot of the growth of students.  The hard work and collaboration that has taken place by the teachers and  

administrators will continue to impact spring growth scores. Richmond Community Schools assessed  
students in grades K to 8 with the NWEA formative assessment. This assessment gives an RIT score for 

individual students.  This RIT score is what is used to guide the instruction of students in Reading, Math and 
Language Arts. The 8-Step Process discussion included the current implementation and next steps in the  

process.
